SUMMER D - CAMP 2007

AUGUST 4th and 5th  

Hi Everyone, RCPC Camp is almost here.  You and your ponies are going to have a great time of learning and fun!

We are having camp at the RCPC Equestrian Center this year.  The groups are as follows:

Group 1: Sophie C, Heidi C., Emma S., Gabi S., Emily W.

Group 2: Amanda C., Anna B., Emma C., Katie F.

Group 3: Olivia K., Lizzy S., Katie S.

Our clinician this year is Karen Marcotte, a USPC-graduate, parent, DC, Chief Horse Management Judge, and National Examiner. She has also been HMO for Central New England Region and been on the National Horse Management Committee. Karen teaches eventing, dressage and show jumping in New Hampshire for a living. Camp will be a relaxed, fun time to learn new skills in both unmounted and mounted lessons.  We will have flat lessons, dressage, stadium jumping, and cross country (weather permitting and appropriate to rating).  Camp will run from approximately 8:00 am to 4:00pm on each of the days.  

Camp begins on Saturday, August 4th, with an orientation meeting at 8:00 am at the RCPC Center.  You may arrive any time after 7:00am to settle your pony into your stall and bring in your tack and supplies. Stalls for guests will have name tags to identify where you should go with your pony.  Please allow enough time to be ready for the orientation so that you will be prepared and informed for camp weekend.  Group 3 will ride first on Saturday morning, so you may want to have your ponies groomed prior to the orientation. Schedules will be distributed at the orientation.

***Campers needing assistance tacking up their ponies should have a parent/adult present for the mounted sessions.

Trailer and Car Parking:  There is diagonal trailer parking in the lot directly in front of the building.  Additional trailer parking is available at the south end of the building.  ***For automobiles, please use the parking area on the north side of the building which runs along the entire length of the riding arena.  

Stabling: Stalls will be assigned to each camper.  If you are already boarding at RCPC, you will stay in your own stall.  Shavings will be provided.  You will be responsible for keeping your pony’s stall clean and water buckets filled for the duration of camp (even if you are a boarder).  Please be sure to leave the barn neat and orderly when you depart for the evening.  Please do not arrive at the barns prior to 7:00am.  Non-boarders, be sure to bring necessary feed for your pony.  

What to Bring:


Grooming equipment/tack


Water buckets


Tack cleaning supplies


Boots/Polos/Wraps/Bandaging Supplies


Hay/grain


Personal water bottle/snacks


Proper footwear is required by kids and parents!!!

(Additional shavings can be purchased for $4/bale)

Meals/Snacks:  We will be providing lemonade, bread, peanut butter, lunch meat, and condiments for the kids to make sandwiches for lunch for both days of camp.  Parents and non-campers can “purchase” a sandwich for a $2 donation.  We would like each family to donate one snack item (ex-bag of chips, or individual packets) and one dessert item.  We will divide up the food between the two days.  Saturday evening after the D-camp, there will be a “picnic” at the Center followed by a swimming party at the Stier-Johnson home at approximately 5:30pm.  You may want to bring a suit if you would like to swim.

Reminders:  


Proper footwear is required while in the barns by kids and parents

Please be aware of ongoing volunteer duties while at camp.  

This includes poop patrol, sweeping aisles, assisting your camp-mates, general clean-up, etc. We may ask for other volunteer duties as camp is in session.


Horses should not be “turned out” into any paddocks (except for boarders).
