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SPECIALTY CLINIC DESCRIPTIONS

Virtual Clinic - This very visual clinic improves your riding by using mental images. Instead of hearing sit straight, don’t be surprised if you’re told to ride with an imaginary book on your head!

Blind Riding Clinic - Improve your confidence and awareness by learning many unique exercises… with your eyes closed! Don’t’ be surprised if you find yourself completing a simple blind dressage test or jump course by the end of the clinic!

Seeing-Distance Clinic - A fun and challenging clinic that teaches a new technique to help find your spot. Quick and confident decisions, believing in these decisions and a unique technique called micro-adjustments are the keys to this clinic.

On-the-Bit Clinic - Learn a unique set of movements that help your horse first accept the bit before moving onto it. This surprising technique helps your horse move more easily and confidently into a supple, athletic and balanced frame.

Position Analysis Clinic (videotaped) – This mounted clinic consists of a 30-minute riding session (videotaped) followed by a 90-minute analysis of the video. The analysis is used to identify the rider’s strengths as well as any imperfections that may be keeping them from riding their best.
