The following information is for DCs only regarding Quiz Rally 2008.  A separate information sheet is included in the attachments for you to distribute to your members.  Please check the USPC information regarding this rally at www.PonyClub.org in the Quiz Rulebook. That is where you will find the description and rules for each phase. 

All phases except Barn will be held at John Long Middle School, 700 Hickory Street, Grafton, Wisconsin. (From I-43, take highway 60 west to 5th Ave, turn right on 5th and watch for the school on the right).  The barn phase will be held at Grafton Equestrian Center. (From I-43, go east on highway 60, there will be a concrete plant on the right, watch for a gravel road after the concrete plant and railroad tracks, turn in there and follow the road back to the barn, on the left).  Chaperones will need to drive their teams between the phases, therefore, they need to make sure they have a sufficient number of seat belts.  

Divisions: are based on ages as of January 1, 2008 and rating as follows:


Junior D/A
Unrated through D3 and 9 years old and under



Junior D/B
Unrated through D3 and 10 to 12 years old



Senior D
Unrated through D3 and 13 years and older

Junior C/B
14 years or less

Senior C/B
15 years and older

Entry:  Opening date will be January 5, 2008 and closing date February 2, 2008.  Any entries received prior to January 5th will be returned.  Please mail all entries to Tobey Pfleger, 1230 Lake Shore Road, Grafton, WI  53024.  Call with any questions, 262-375-3764 or e-mail etpfleger@wi.rr.com. There will be a $25 financial penalty for each incomplete entry, per regional policy. Please use the checklist on the entry form to be sure you include all necessary documents for each competitor.

Fee:  $30 per competitor.  Make checks payable to Lakefield Pony Club. There will be a $10 late fee for any entry postmarked after February 2nd. 

Tentative Schedule:  The rally will start with registration at 10:00 am on Saturday, March 1st.  At 11:15 am, chaperones and competitors will be briefed together. Competition starts at 11:30 and will end on Saturday about 5:00 pm. All competitors will need to have been fed prior to 11:15 (there will be free time during the afternoon for snacks).

On Sunday, the rally will start at 8:30 am and awards will be done by 2:30 pm. On both days, there will be lunch available at the school, as a fundraiser for Lakefield Pony Club. There are also several fast food type places close to the school, barn and hotel.

Each club is responsible for finding all volunteers needed for their phase; ie table monitors, scorekeepers & assistants.  Please make sure you have all people needed to ensure your phase runs smoothly.  We will still be sending out a volunteer sheet in case a club can’t find enough workers.  If you have any members who don’t have a job and who wouldn’t mind helping out, have them sign up on the sheet and turn it in with registration.

Trophy:  Those in possession of the traveling trophy, PLEASE make arrangements to have the trophy at the competition.

Hotel:  Make your reservations now! 

Baymont Inn & Suites:  1415 Port Washington Rd., Grafton, WI, 262-387-1180 (from I-43, exit on highway 60, go west less than 1 mile to Port Washington Rd., turn left (south), the motel is a few blocks up on the right.)  We were able to block off 20 rooms for the nights of the 29th and 1st; all non-smoking with two queens. Rooms run $84 per night and will be released January 31st if not reserved. They offer a full continental breakfast & have an indoor pool.

Other local hotels:  Country Inn and Suites, Port Washington, (from highway 60, north on I-43, about 8 miles to exit #100, the hotel is on the frontage road east of the freeway).  Phone 262-284-2100 or 1-800-456-4000.

Chaperones:  Chaperones will be responsible for team members during all competition hours. Anyone volunteering to chaperone must have a vehicle with enough seatbelts for a 4-person team. The chaperones will drive their team between the barn and indoor phases.

Dress:  Remember we will be outside for the barn portion of the rally and it can be quite cold in March.  Please dress appropriately for the weather…with your paddock boots on!
