RCPC Parental Responsibilities at Mounted Clinic


Mounted clinics take a great deal of planning, scheduling and organizing in order to ensure the kids participating get the greatest benefit from their lesson. As a parent, your responsibilities during a mounted clinic don’t end with getting them and their horse to the clinic, and then watching.  In order to ensure a successful clinic, every parent/guardian of a child registered for the clinic needs to assume certain responsibilities, as listed below.  We appreciate everyone’s cooperation in making our clinics successful.

Parental Responsibilities Prior to the clinic:

1. Make sure RCPC has a current negative coggins report for the horse your child is riding in the clinic. If you are leasing or borrowing a horse, it is your responsibility to obtain a copy of that horse’s Coggins from the owner. You child CANNOT participate without this. (Regional events require the original for ALL events)

2. You are responsible for getting your child and mount to the clinic in sufficient time for the horse to be properly groomed and tacked up prior to you child’s ride time.  Riders who are not ready at their scheduled ride time will have a shorter lesson to ensure all subsequent rides remain on schedule.

3. RCPC is not responsible for getting members horses to and from the clinics.  Those arrangements are the responsibility of the parent or rider.

4. If you have made arrangements to have your horse trailered to a clinic, please make every attempt to be there to load and unload your mount, to ensure the horse has on shipping boots/wraps, and that you have provided sufficient hay for the duration of the trailer ride and any time it may be stabled during the clinic.  In some cases, you may need to also provide a water bucket.

5. Make sure your child has all his/her tack and grooming equipment and that the tack is in safe working condition.

6. Until the RCPC Facility is open, parents will be expected to assist with moving jumps to and from the clinic location, if they are not available at the designated facility.  If sufficient assistance to bring jumps to a facility is not available, jump lessons will not be available.

7. Riders may not be dropped off at a clinic and left unattended, regardless of their rating, unless the parent has delegated responsibility to another PC parent/adult who will be there for the entire time the rider is there.

Parental Responsibilities during the clinic:

1.
To avoid the need for a Mounted Clinic Committee (MCC) member to be onsite during the entire clinic, all parents are expected to takes responsibility for ensuring the following tasks are attended to, either personally or by their child):

· Pick up manure in driveway area.

· Pick up manure in indoor-outdoor arena (during the lesson, if possible)

· Pick out stall during and after usage.

· Sweep aisle after use or whenever needed. This is especially important after the kids have groomed and tacked up in the aisle.

· Assist with setting up and taking down jumps. If your child is riding YOU are the jump crew. This is especially important at the beginning and end of the clinic.

· Turn off lights when not in use.

· Clean up tack room or lounge.

· Dispose of all garbage (drink cups, food wrappers, etc…)

· Make sure all gate are closed and latched.

· Empty any muck buckets used throughout the day.

· Make sure your child thanks the clinician and signs the thank you cards.

For each clinic, the MCC will assign a parent the task of picking up lunch for the clinician. This request will be made in advance, once the ride schedule is finished. Please submit your receipt to the RCPC Treasurer for reimbursement
