Hi All,

I finally have enough information to tell you about our last required Champs Camp this Sunday (July 8) at Racine County Pony Club Equestrian Center from 10:00AM-3:00PM.  The directions are in the Omnibus, if you need them.

Maureen Pach--a  Chief Horse Management Judge and National Examiner will be in town to do a mounted clinic (separate from Champs Camp except for those who need to complete riding requirements) for anybody who wants a lesson--AND a Champs Camp for all our Championships Competitiors.  We will cover tack room set up pointers, sports psychology, relaxation, rulebooks for competitors and parents, Quiz pactice/study, and much more.  Maureen is excited to come help us be GREAT at Champs.  The Champs Camp is unmounted and you do not need to ride to come.

There is no charge for the Champs Camp. Watch for another e-mail with details on lunch (I am working on having it provided free of charge).

SPECIAL NOTE for people bringing Champs horses to Kentucky:

We will be taking an open utility trailer down that can handle most or all of the hay and bedding we will need to take.  RCPCEC has graciously offered to store these items after the Champs Camp until we leave--so bring your supplies this weekend.    RCPC also has bags of bedding (shavings) for sale if you want to purchase at home and haul it down ($3.75 per bag vs. ~$6 per bag down there).  We may be able to wrap everything in a tarp but I recommend bale bags for your hay and please be sure what you send is clearly labelled with your name.  Rule of thumb for the "average" horse:  ~5/8 of a bale of hay per day per horse and round up.  So--1 horse for 7 days needs 35/8 bales of hay = 5 bales.  Remember to take enough hay/bedding with your horse if you will arrive prior to 8AM on Tuesday--that is when the trailer will get there!

We are so proud of all our families and competitors!!  This takes a big committment and you guys are the BEST!
